Each team is entitled to have no more than 10 players on the court at any given
time. Players can only be substituted in during a time out — players arriving late
(in the middle of a game in progress) must seek the permission of the referee
(through the team captain) to enter the game

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No player will be permitted to play without being registered prior to the day of the
tournament. Captains are responsible to ensure all of their players are registered
prior to the day of the tournament

No player can play or register for more than one team

Captains for each team are responsible for supplying referees, linesmen, and
score keepers

One (1) timeout per team per game of 30 seconds

Any person who abuses an official / another player / spectator either verbally or
physically will be ejected from the tournament — ZERO TOLERANCE WILL BE
OBSERVED

The Captains must ensure their Teams are on the court when scheduled and
called for their games

In the event the scheduled team is not there, they will be given a maximum of 5
minutes grace to begin their game. If they have not arrived by then, they will
forfeit that game

In case of injury, the referee may stop the game for 3 minutes

Absolutely no smoking or alcohol is permitted inside the venue or on the property
(smoking is permitted 9 meters away from the building — this includes vaping and
e-cigarettes)

Absolutely no food or drinks are allowed in the gymnasium (except water)

The pressure in the ball will be set by the tournament organizing committee

. No “Bye” will be given in any playoff rounds

The organizing committee has the authority to amend any rules and make any
final decisions.
